In this update, we spotlight the Fund's
grantees working to defend the rights of
some of the world's most marginalized
people: lesbian, gay, bisexual, and
transgender (LGBT) communities.
Worldwide, LGBT communities are among
the least protected: individuals are often
brutalized by police; targeted to be killed;
suffer pervasive discrimination in
employment, access to justice, education,
and health care; and often are rejected by
their families and neighbors.

In this issue, we profile two grantees
working to defend the rights of LGBT
communities. In Sierra Leone, Dignity is
working in a climate of extreme physical
insecurity to end discrimination and violence
against LGBT people and create a safe
space for an underground LGBT
community. In India, Sangama is leading the
charge to repeal a law that criminalizes
homosexuality making it punishable by ten
years in prison. Sangama has pioneered a
rights-based model for HIV prevention which
has attracted significant international
attention and funding.

In this and other grant-making areas, the
Fund takes a field-driven approach-- finding
and funding groups displaying extraordinary
leadership on the frontlines of human rights
struggles in their countries. Your generous
support directly supports the activists
leading these movements.
